They worked tirelessly with us 

as we steadily completed two 

audits, rewrote our internal 

controls, updated our policies 

and procedures manual and 

began re-publishing an Annual 
Report.  

 

The staff also created thoughtful 

exhibitions, like our current 

Bicycles and Bloomers exhibit, and 

developed and presented a new 

program in all the Coronado 

elementary schools about the 

island’s history. Moreover, we 

secured several new grants and 

participated in the creation of a 

Coronado Tourism Marketing 

District.  Creative approaches 

to enhancing our revenues, such 

as keeping the Museum Store 

open later on summer evenings 

helped us end the year in the 

black.

The 2009-2010 fiscal year’s 

exhibit calendar included three 

different exhibits near and dear 

to the hearts of Coronadans. 

We journeyed to Coronado 

and to the Land of Oz with 

author, L. Frank Baum in Ozily 

Yours: L. Frank Baum in Coro-

nado.  

 

We hosted several community-

wide interactive panel discus-

sions about Coronado history 

and used topics from those 

discussions to create Coronado: 

We Remember. An important 

part of this display was the 

DVD oral history compilation 

that captured the stories of 

Coronado’s past in the voices 

of those who experienced life 

on the island in the early twen-

tieth century.   

Our most recent exhibit, Bicy-

cles and Bloomers: Women’s 

Emancipation and the Bicycle 

captures the public’s fascination 

with the bicycle spanning gen-

erations, while focusing on a 

lesser known facet of women’s 

suffrage.  

 

Accompanying this exhibit is a 

new historic bicycle tour of 

Coronado offered by the Asso-

ciation. Partnering with our 

organization to create the 

route and script for this tour 

was Holland’s Bicycles and 

docent Marijean Crow. 

Maintenance and upgrading 

work was done on some of the 

permanent displays.  This is an 

ongoing process to keep the 

galleries looking fresh.  Plans 

are being made for replacement 

of some of the items in order 

to show more objects and 

textiles from our collections.

Perfect, the museum’s database.  

These records are receiving 

increased detail in the tran-

scription of dates, personal 

names and locations, as well as 

dimensions and type of image.  

This greater attention to detail 

allows researchers and staff to 

gain increased knowledge when 

viewing an image from our 
collection.  The museum has 

also begun processing personal 

family collections of photo-

graphs which are unique in 

their more intimate and candid 

subject matter. 

 

The organization filed a national 

grant with the NEH Foundation 

to aid in a disaster plan, emer-

gency preparedness training 

and assessment of the collec-

tions storage area.  The na-

tional insignia conservation 

project is complete and it will 

Great strides have been made 

in the archive during the last 

year.  A complete physical in-

ventory of every paper, photo-

graph, book and object is near-

ing completion and all non-

archival materials have been 

removed. Objects are now 

displayed in a way that is more 

organized and visually appeal-
ing, and is better for the well-

being of the objects.  By creat-

ing a visual storage system, 

objects are no longer being 

constantly moved in and out of 

boxes which can lead to signs 

of wear.  Images have also been 

placed on the exterior of tex-

tile boxes and saved on hard 

drives so that our fragile cos-

tumes no longer have to be 

handled unless absolutely nec-

essary. 

 
There are now over 14,000 

photographic records in Past 

be ready for display in our 

upcoming exhibit commemo-

rating the 100th anniversary of 

Naval Aviation.  We continue 

to record  and transcribe oral 

histories  to add an audio com-

portment to that upcoming 

exhibit. Oral histories and ar-

chival photographs were util-

ized to create a DVD for the 

Coronado: We Remember exhibit 

which was very much enjoyed 

by the public and visiting school 

groups.

started on Memorial Day with 

extended hours almost every 

night.  This has resulted in  

increased sales for June. 

 

Setting up a remote temporary 

store requires planning and 

organization.  We participated 

in several community events 

and enjoyed exposing more 
people to what we carry in the 

Store while providing shopping 

opportunities for residents. A 

variety of items, books and 

photographs were set up in a 

booth for the Coronado Art 

Walk, Coronado Chamber’s 

Holiday Sundowner and the 

Historic Home Tour.  We also 

set up a small Store table at the 

Victorian Fashion Show and 

Tea Party and the April Flower 

Show.   This outreach brings 

great visibility to the unique 

items we carry. 

The economic slowdown chal-

lenged us to become careful 

buyers of items for our Mu-

seum Store.   We cautiously 

made new purchases, watched 

our inventory and put much 

thought into setting up remote 

operations for special events.  

We were conservative in de-

veloping customized products 
and tried to complement our 

mission with new books and 

items.  Our Store employees 

worked harder and more 

hours as we expanded our 

summer hours to take advan-

tage of the pre-dinner hour 

tourists walking on Orange 

Avenue. 

 

Last August we experimented 

with keeping the Museum Store 

open later hours  and found we 

increased sales by opening 1-2 

hours  longer. This year we 

We have introduced four new 

archival images to our print and 

greeting card stock.  We’ve 

developed several new Christ-

mas ornaments with Hotel Del 

images that will be available 

during the holidays.  In January 

we linked our website’s Mu-

seum Store to a newly created 

web store on Ebay. This has 
taken off and we hope to add 

more inventory.

20% more visitors during this 

fiscal year than last. More than 

84,000 people walked into the 

Center, called or sent an e-mail 

requesting information about 

Coronado; another 250,000 

visited our website! 

The Visitor Center got in-

volved with the business com-

munity in many ways.

The Board of Directors of the 
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tion created the Board Com-

mittee for Visitor Services. The 

committee consists of a CHA 

Board member, the Visitor 

Center Manager, and two vol-

unteers. Out of its ongoing 

evaluation of visitor services, 

the committee created Ask Me 

About Coronado, an information 
program launched at the 2010 

Flower Show, to extend visitor 

services beyond the confines of 

the Visitor Center. 

 
Our docent-led tours of the 

Hotel del Coronado served 

more guests this year than last. 

The Coronado Heritage Walk 

was expanded. Volunteers and 

staff participated in the Coro-

nado Arts Ball, the Art Walk, 

the Historic Home Tour and 

the Flower Show.  

 
The Visitor Center and the 

CHA presented a four-part 

series on the history of Coro-

nado to all third graders in 

Coronado. Designed to fit the 

State of California curriculum 

requirements, using CHA ar-

chival photos, the series cov-

ered Coronado’s geography, its 

founders and development, and 

focused on continuity and 

change. The program culmi-

nated with a field trip to the 
Coronado Museum of History 

& Art and a tour of the Hotel 

Del. Nearly 250 Coronado 

students participated.  

 
In all, we have a beautiful facil-

ity, excellent materials and a 

strong group of nearly 50 dedi-

cated volunteers who enhance 

the visitor’s experience in 

Coronado with their friendly 

attitude and knowledgeable 

advice.
